Thomas H. Troeger was

received his first music lessons. 
He returned to England in 
1868 to study at the Royal 

Academy of Music, London, 
and he eventually completed 

a doctor of music degree at 
Cambridge University.

those who are not of the 
Christian faith …. But in a 

more specific way, and to me 
an authentic one, it relates 
deeply and immediately to 

the manifesto of Jesus and all 
that he taught. What is this 
table? In my mind it began 
as the table of the world in 

the peaceable kingdom, an 
imaginary place of justice and 

joy where everyone gathers 
and is fed. But inevitably it was 

taken up as a communion 
hymn, in the context of the 

Holy Table…. And in places 
where exclusion by the Church 

is a source of injustice and 
pain, as with the gay and 

lesbian communities, it has 
been used to ask for a place 

at the table, along with every 
other believer.” This tune was 

written in 2006 by Brian Mann.
